Before putting the Preset Synthesizer into operation, please
familiarise yourself with its functions with the aid of this
instruction manual in order to take full advantage of its
quality.

e Protect the unit from heaters, sunshine, humidity, dust
and vibrations.

e [Keep neon tube lamps, fluorescent tubes, transformers
and electric motors away from the unit in order to avoid
noises.

@ Be careful not to give it a heavy shock or a drop since it
is a precise instrument.

Just touch the control bar situated under the keyboard

with either hand, and the switch is operative to create such
effects as Vibrato or Portamento. This makes it possible
for vou to play the keyboard with one hand adding effects.

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INSTALLATION:

® Connect the AC Power Cord into an AC output.

e Connection of a headphone with Phone Jack makes it
possible to enjoy self-performance.

® Plug the Connecting Cord into Qutput Jack at the rear,
connecting the other end to Input Jack of Volume
Pedal (Option), and connect the audio cable from the
output jack of the pedal to the input jack of an ampli-

fier.

® \When the Volume pedal is not necessary, connect
directly the output jack of the unit to the input jack of
an amplifier.

@ When using with an Electronic Organ, connect to the
EXT. IN jack supplied with the organ.
In this case, it may so happen that the Volume pedal
is not operative according to some kind of organ.

® Then, set Power Switch to ON to start playing.

® Move the volume slide to the highest possible position,
paying attention not to distort the scund, and make the
volume control of an amplifier lower.

® For connection to Stereo System, use the auxiliary jack
provided.

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ATTACK SUSTAIN CONTROL:

28 preset instrumental and electronic effects are instantly
available at your fingertips. |f you wish to make further
improvements on the tone color, set the switch to CONT-
ROL so that the attack (first appearing) and decay
(after key- releasing) of each note can be by slide knobs.
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Move the sustain slider to LONG
to create the sound to be long.
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Move the attack slider to SLOW to create the sound to appear graduaily.
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TRAVELER CONTROL:

It is the important knob to determine the tone color.

The 29 preset instrumental sounds appear most usually at
the center position of the slider. According to the player’s
taste and the kind of amplifier, it might be better that the
slider should be moved slightly; move it to the left side to
produce a matured sound and to the right side to produce a
bright sound. The rapid slider operation from side to side
enables you to create toremolo effects, and the combination
of you key-pressing or timing enables you to create special
attack effects.

KEY HOLD:

Press the switch down to maintain the same effect as the
key-pressing after key-releasing.

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TONE COLOR AND TONE RANGE OF EACH
MUSICAL SOUND:

The KORG Preset has 37 keys with the changeover switch
enables you to transpose any note up or down by one
octave. Extends the total range of the keyboard to a full
five octaves for any tone color. As compared with an
ordinary musical instrument having 3 to 4 octaves, it can
produce an enormous variety of sound that cannot be

simulated by a conventional one. To create the tone color
similar to some specific musical sound, the feature of the
musical instrument must be considered on performance.

KEY BOARD OPERATION:

® Press the next key after the first key-releasing.
In case of Trumpet or Violin (attack of each note) and
Banjo or Xylophone {decay of each note), please give
careful attention to its characteristic so as not to
reduce its efficiency.

® Press the next key a few moment before the first key is
released.
In case of Recorder or Accordion (expanding note),
even if two keys are pressed at the same time on melody
performance, this will hardly affect its efficiency.

® |n case of Vibrato/Repeat, after key-pressing, touch the
touch bar to get the better effects.
Such short cut sounds as Shamisen or Banjo also take
Repeat effect while key-pressing.
In case of Portamento as well as Pitch Bend, touch the
touch bar before key-pressing, otherwise it is not
operative.
In any case, its effects are available only while you are
touching the touch bar.

Note:

The Korg Preset Synthesizer is a monophonic electronic
keyboard instrument, and whenever two keys are pressed
simultaneously, the highter note only appears according to
priority. Also the timing of key-pressing and key-releasing

is very important factors.
Whenever more than two lever switches of 29 preset

are pressed at the same time, the righter side only
appears according to priority.
